














» Dioxin concentrations in the Storage Area are high (up to
236,000 pg/g TCDD), and are comparable to those found at
Bien Hoa and Da Nang.

» Soil in this area should be permanently contained or treated
Immediately to reduce risk of exposure for Airbase workers
and populations living downstream of the Airbase;

» In most other areas of the Airbase, dioxin concentrations are
low, and do not represent a threat to human health or the

environment.




For People Living Near the
3 Main Hot Spot Areas:

1. Reducing dioxin exposure for human
populations living near the Hot
Spots is the first priority.

2. Community-based awareness raising
programs are
needed.

3. Assessment of
potentially exposed
populations is
required.
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International collaboration and
iInformation sharing is key to
moving the process forward;

Need to protect future generations
of Viethamese from exposure to
dioxin and other toxic chemicals;

Financial and technical support is
required from the international
community.
